Backstory on Dragon boy:

When the daughter was 8 they had decided she was to be put in a tower for her own protection until she was ready to marry and her prince had rescued her.  The king sent out for the bravest knights to find a dragon for protection of his sweet daughter. What they found was a boy guarded by dragons. The dragons requested to see the king afte much debate it was decided the dragons and boy should be brought to the castle. There the dragons and king came to the conclusion that he would not kill the boy only if he were to guard his daughter and bring her whatever  food and other items she needed. The boy was taught  to buy materials and to look for food and given a chestful of enough treasure to last him the years it would take and to talk.
